Highlights

Abercrombie and Fitch (expansion)
Abercrombie and Fitch (A&F) continues to
expand on its 309-acre New Albany corpo-
rate campus. Since 2001, A&F’s campus has
grown from 1.2 million to 3.8 million square
feet, including an addition of 100,000
square feet and 350 new jobs in 2007. That
growth will continue with A&F’s com-
mitment to build a minimum of 100,000
square feet every year through 2010.

Whirlpool (relocation)

Whirlpool consolidated two regional
distribution centers and relocated those
operations into a new, 1.56 million square
foot facility near the Rickenbacker Logistics
Park. The new facility will be one of ten
located throughout the United States and
will be one of five that distribute both high-
and low-volume products. The $162 million
investment created 301 new jobs in the
Columbus Region.

Associated Hygienic Products

(relocation and 2008 expansion)
Associated Hygienic Products (AHP)
constructed a 215,000 square-foot facility
in the City of Delaware, creating over

200 new jobs. This new facility is AHP’s
premier, low-impact facility — one of three
that AHP operates in North America. AHP’s
relocation has been so successful that they
have already expanded operations, adding
70,000 square-foot in 2008.

Cardinal Health (expansion)

Ohio’s largest company and the 19th
largest in the country announced plans to
build an addition to its headquarters and
expand its workforce by adding 675 new
jobs in the City of Dublin. The $50 million,
250,000 square-foot expansion will be
home to the healthcare supply chain
services, a $74 billion business formed
through Cardinal’s pharmaceutical and
medical products supply chain.

Dublin Methodist Hospital

(new development)

OhioHealth constructed a 300,000 square-
foot hospital in the City of Dublin. The
state-of-the-art facility has 93 beds and

is expandable to 300 beds. The Dublin
Methodist Hospital project is expected to
create 450 jobs.

Creekside (new development)

Creekside Gahanna encompasses
240,000 square feet of property along
Gahanna’s Big Walnut Creek. The mixed-
use development features 71 luxury
condominiums, 100,000 square feet

of commercial space, an underground
parking garage and amenities designed to
incorporate the area’s natural landscape.

The Columbus Region, also known as the
Columbus Metropolitan Statistical Area,
encompasses eight counties — Delaware,
Fairfield, Franklin, Licking, Madison, Morrow,
Pickaway and Union.The region grew 8.8
percent between 2000 and 2007, making

it one of the fastest-growing major
metropolitan areas in the Midwest.
